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MARIN COUNTY IS TOPS IN VOTER TURNOUT

San Rafael, CA — Marin County had the highest turnout of
registered voters of all 58 California counties in the November 6, 2012
Presidential General Election. Of the 155,025 voters registered to vote in
Marin County, 135,438 or 87.37% voted in the election, compared to the
statewide average turnout of 72.36%. Of the 135,438 Marin voters,

88,109 (65%) voted by mail and 47,329 (35%) voted at the polls.

Marin also had one of the highest percentages of registered to
eligible to register voters in the state, according to the Secretary of State’s
October 22, 2012 Report of Registration. Of the 176,604 citizens eligible
to register to vote in Marin County, 87.78% are registered, compared to

the statewide average of 76.66%
